
More uses of semi-colons 

 
As well as being used in lists, semi-colons can be used to link clauses 

together, rather in the same way as a connective. 

 

Example: I bought a new car, which was a Vauxhall Vectra. 

I bought a new car; a Vauxhall Vectra.
